3. North Quabbin woodworkers utilize an increasing amount of locally grown and processed hardwood
     and softwood lumber in their wood products.  Other artisans utilize locally sourced materials when possible.

4. Businesses in the North Quabbin Woods region support each other through customer referrals, sharing
     skills and resources, purchasing local components when possible, and cooperating in joint marketing
      initiatives as appropriate.

5. Area artisans and manufacturing businesses promote the greater North Quabbin region as a model for
     communities which conserve and utilize their local natural resource base for developing local products.
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
