· Local craftsmen use wood from the North Quabbin Woods to create unique pieces of furniture, toys, musical
instruments, millwork, and other high quality wood products;

· Our waterways, forest roads and trails, farms and orchards, and other recreation areas are a preferred destination
by visitors from within a three-hour drive for hiking, cross country skiing, snowshoeing, wildlife viewing,
hunting, fishing, paddling, cutting Christmas trees, apple picking, buying maple syrup, and other activities.
